WILLIAM TURNER WYNN

(My Maternal Great Grandfather)

11th May 1844 (3.15.p.m.) Born William Turner Winn in Knottingley, Yorkshire (Father: John Winn – Joiner / Mother: Sarah Winn (nee: Turner)).

28th July 1844 Christened in Knottingley.

1851 Census (30th March) Family living at 22 Kidd Street, Woolwich, S.E. London. William not listed as being there on the night.

1861 Census (7th April) Aged 15 and a pupil teacher. Family living at 19 Upper Hardnott, Woolwich.

9th December 1866 Married Mary Ann Pratt at Holy Trinity Church, Clapham, Surrey.

19th November 1868 Daughter Margaret Elizabeth Wynn born in Stoke Poges, Bucks.

23rd June 1870 Daughter Annie Mary Pratt Wynn born in Stoke Poges.
1871 Census (2nd April) William T. Wynn (26) (Head) with family living in a school house (?) in Stoke Poges, Bucks. WTW shown as a Certified Schoolmaster.

C1873 Daughter Eleanor Frances Wynn born in Brixton, Surrey.

1875 Daughter Cecilia Gertrude Wynn born in Brixton.

1st June 1877 WTW was issued with a large coloured and embossed certificate stating that ‘having completed with distinction the course of Study in the Evening Class Department is hereby admitted to the rank of an Associate of Kings College, London’.
23rd March 1878 Son Rowland Turner Jarvis Wynn born at 111 Acre Lane West, Brixton, and christened in Brixton St. Matthew Parish on 26th May.

1881 Census (3rd April) Family living at 9 Victoria Road, Putney, and WTW (36) listed as a Schoolmaster.
25th August 1887 Wife Mary Ann died. 

1st January 1888 – 1st November 1891 Registers of Electors show William Turner Wynn, entitled to vote in parliamentary and county elections as an Occupation Elector, living at 37 Mill Hill Road, Acton, London, W, a dwelling house.
25th October 1890 Married Mary Buddry at St. Mary’s Church, Islington, Middlesex.
1891 Census (5th April) Family living at ‘Beaufort’, Woolwich Road, Belvedere, Kent, and WTW (46) listed as a Headmaster for the London School Board.

9th May 1892 Son Harold John Buddry Wynn born at ‘Beaufort’, Woolwich Road, Belvedere.

17th July 1893 Daughter Sarah Grace Bertha Wynn born in Belvedere.
25th October 1894 Son Oswald William Henry Wynn born in Belvedere.

Q4 1898 Son James Turner Ronald Wynn born in Belvedere.

Around this time WTW had ‘St. Oswald’, at 26 Lessness Park, Belvedere, built to his own specification, including an orangery, at a cost of £1,000.

1899 Kelly’s Directory for Belvedere has Wynn, William Turner – St. Oswald, Lessness Park.

May 1899 – April 1900 As a ‘Freemason’, WTW was the 18th ‘Master’ of ‘The Duke of Albany Lodge  No.1963’. The lodge originally comprised principally of Schoolmasters and had the permission of Prince Leopold to use his name. It was consecrated on May 4th 1882.

When WTW died his regalia remained with the family. As one of her last wishes, before she died, Mum asked me to return the regalia to the lodge. This I did on Monday 12th August 1996 (the day before my 50th birthday), when I took it over to the secretary, at his home, in Bexleyheath, Kent.

I witnessed WTW’s record in the lodge register which showed him living first at 9 Victoria Road, Putney, amended later to 37 Mill Hill, East Acton.

5th September 1900 Son Eric Alfred Joseph Wynn born in Belvedere.

17th December 1900 Son Eric died.

8th January 1901 Purchased the ‘Exclusive Right of Burial’ to Grave Space No. F.158, in Erith Cemetery, Brook Street, Erith, Kent, to enable the burial of his son Eric. Later he and his second wife Mary would be interred in this grave. 
1901 Census (31st March) Family living at ‘St. Oswald’ and WTW (56) listed as a Certified Schoolmaster.

1911 Census (2nd April) Family living at ‘St. Oswald’ and WTW (66) listed as Retired Schoolmaster – Pensioned.

16th March 1914 Died in Guy’s Hospital, London, aged 69.

20th March 1914 Buried in Erith Cemetery. Donald Hind, Furnishing Undertaker & Carriage Proprietor, carried out the funeral arrangements at a cost of £15. 17s. 0d., which included a car and pair from Guy’s Hospital to Belvedere and 3 carriages and pairs for the funeral. 
8th May 1914 Probate granted to Mary Wynn widow. Effects £956.17s.9d.

23rd June 1870 Daughter Annie Mary Pratt Wynn born in Stoke Poges, and baptized at Holy Trinity Church, Clapham, on 21st August.

c1873 Daughter Eleanor Frances Wynn born in Brixton, Surrey.

c1875 Daughter Cecilia Gertrude Wynn born in Brixton.

23rd March 1878 Son Rowland Turner Jarvis Wynn born at 111 Acre Road West, Brixton, and baptized in Brixton St. Matthew Parish on 26th May.

25th August 1887 Died aged 41 – Brentford District (3a 82).

She is buried in Acton Cemetery, London, W.

9th May 1892 Son Harold John Buddry Wynn born at ‘Beaufort’, Woolwich Road, Belvedere, Kent.

17th July 1893 Daughter Sarah Grace Bertha Wynn born in Belvedere.

25th October 1894 Son Oswald William Henry Wynn born in Belvedere.

Quarter 4 1898 Son James Turner Ronald Wynn born in Belvedere.

5th September 1900 Son Eric Alfred Joseph Wynn born in Belvedere.

17th December 1900 Son Eric died – Dartford District (2a 286).

10th November 1950 Died, aged 81 – Wood Green District (5f 466).

14th November 1950 Buried in Erith Cemetery, Brook Street, Erith, Kent (Grave F.158).

25th March 1951 Probate granted to Harold John Buddry Wynn, draughtsman, Oswald William Henry Wynn, retired bank manager, and Richie James Weedon, builder and decorator. Effects £2,285. 8s. 8d.
11th May 1951 Grave F.158 moulded at a cost of 17s.6d.
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
